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After the 9/11 attack on the United States, the U.S. government adopted a 
different approach to defending the country against attack from the al Qaeda 
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hands by confronting the concrete policy necessities at  hand.  Thus the public 
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And these lawyers tended to look for the legal answer.  And so the problem 
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transition needs to be defended as something we should do, and continue 
doing, not just as something we can do, and are legally able to continue doing.  
From this same policy perspective, it would be wise to achieve the essential 
assent of the Congress and key allies that it was – and is -- now necessary to 
deal with this problem as an armed conflict, and then work with relevant partners 
to develop effective, common rules of engagement. 
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The moral question is subjective, of course.  It is closely related to another 
question:  What standard of civilized behavior should the United States 
exemplify, in a fight to preserve civilization against barbarism?
